Name of Workshop: Safe and unsafe touch
Day & Date: Friday, 25th April, 2025
Class:  I
The workshop began with emphasizing the importance of the topic and creating a safe space for discussion. Through interactive practical and storytelling examples, students were introduced to the concepts of safe and unsafe touches. Emphasis was placed on differentiating touches that make them feel comfortable and those make them feel uncomfortable or scared. The following topics were covered:
Safe and Unsafe Touch: Children learned the difference between touches that make them feel safe and happy, and touches that make them uncomfortable or scared.
Stranger Awareness: Students understood who a stranger is and why it's important not to trust or go anywhere with someone they don’t know, even if they seem friendly.
Swimming Suit Rule: The class learned that the parts of the body covered by a swimming suit are private. No one is allowed to touch those areas except to keep them healthy, like a doctor (with a parent's permission).
No Secret Rule: Children were taught that if anyone asks them to keep a secret about touching, they must say "NO" and tell a trusted adult immediately.
Komal Movie: They watched "Komal", an animated film that tells the story of a little girl who experiences unsafe touch but learns to speak up and get help. The movie helped students understand that it's important to share problems with trusted adults and that it's never their fault if someone touches them inappropriately.
Learning Outcomes:
· Students can now clearly identify safe and unsafe touch.
· Students understand the importance of saying NO, moving away, and telling a trusted adult if they feel uncomfortable.
· Students are aware of the Swimming Suit Rule to protect their private parts.
· Students know not to keep secrets about any touch that makes them feel bad.
· Students recognize trusted adults they can turn to for help (like parents, teachers, police officers).
